When we obey God, we show 
ourselves and the world that same message. 
Think back to the illustration we began with 
in part 1 of this article. It is appealing that a 
child obeys his mother and father, but how 
much more so when that child obeys out 
of love and respect for their parents? It’s a 
beautiful thing! When we obey God out 
of love and respect for Him, we display the 
beauty of Jesus in our lives. In doing this, we 
not only please God and Jesus, we also share 
Jesus to the world by our example. Dear 
brothers and sisters, may we truly “let the 
beauty of Jesus be seen in our obedience.”
